From the Pastor 
SANCTUARY UPDATE. A few weeks ago, I pub-

lished information on the bid we obtained for 
the sanctuary restoration work to prepare for 
new altars, communion rail, flooring, etc. The price tag 
on this work was $75,000τ$95,000. Since then, an op-
portunity has presented itself which, I think you will 
agree, is a bit of a windfall for the parish. For the past 13 
years, Fr. Charles, VanVliet, F.S.S.P., a priest of the Fra-
ternity of St. Peter, has been overseeing the construction 
of Our Lady of Guadalupe Seminary in Denton. His recent 
and perhaps most involved aspect of the project included 
the newly-dedicated seminary Chapel of Sts. Peter and 
Paul. Fr. VanVliet personally procured the very large 
marble baldachino and high altar from a closed church in 
Quebec City in Canada. He disassembled, transported, 
stored and reassembled the entire unit. In addition, he 
designed and build most of the marble side altars at the 
seminary and did much of the construction and finishing 
work in the sanctuary. In a word, he is talented. Now 
that the seminary chapel is complete, Father is "bored" 
and he offered to do much of the work in our sanctuary 
including moving the baldachino, restoring the altar 
steps and removing the old altars in preparation for the 
new. (Knowing Father as I do, it would not surprise me if 
he had a source for the perfect altars for our Church as 
well, but he hasn't tipped his hand on that one yet).  

This is an opportunity we cannot afford to pass up, 
since Father will be able to do the work for almost no 
cost, aside from a small amount for materials. Needless to 
say, not having to spend $75-95K on this part of the resto-
ration is a tremendous advantage. The Building Commit-
tee and Finance Committee have discussed the proposal 
and have unanimously agreed that the parish should go 
forward with this plan. Father VanVliet's plan is to begin 
work on the evening of July 12 and continue throughout 
that week. He believes he can accomplish much of the 
work in a short amount of time. The plan, then, includes 
installing a temporary altar in front of the Communion 
Rail so that the Church will still be usable during the work.

Although Father has a pretty good idea of what exists 
beneath the current platform, there are a few things he 
will not know for sure until he begins deconstructing the 
existing steps. Barring any huge surprises, however, the 
work is not expected to continue beyond a few weeks at 
the most. In the mean time, with some slight modifications 
in the Church, Masses and most everything else should 
continue as usual. Pray that all goes well and that Father 
VanVliet and his crew are guided by the Holy Ghost and St. 
Joseph in their work. Let us also pray for Fr. VanVliet for 
his generous assistance in our restoration of the Church. If 
anyone is interested and available to help Father the week 
of July 12, please come to the Church on Monday, July 12 
at 7:00 p.m. for a planning meeting. 

FR. GORDON BACK. Father Gordon returns today from 
South Dakota where he has been serving as chaplain of our 
Fraternity of St. Peter Summer Boy's Camp in the Black Hills. 
It is good to have you back, Father - you have been missed! 

REMINDER. We are fortunate to have a small number 
of overworked and underpaid employees at ICC.

Let Us Not Forget the Cost of Freedom 
Army chaplain Fr. Emil J. Kapaun, armed 

during the Korean War only with the love of 
God, was described by those who served with 
him as the best and bravest foot soldier they 
ever knew. Fr. Kapaun, a Wichita diocesan 
priest from Pilsen, died in a prison at age 35 
and was buried somewhere along the Yalu 
River in North Korea. "If I don't come back, tell 
my Bishop that I died a happy death," Fr. Kapaun told fellow 
prisoners as he was carried away to die. Fr. Kapaun was cap-
tured because he refused an order to try to escape through the 
surrounding enemy after the 8th Cavalry was overwhelmed on 
Nov. 2, 1950. Fr. Kapaun was seized by the enemy as he admin-
istered the last rites to a dying soldier. He was taken to a POW 
camp run by the Chinese.  Although tortured before his death
