From the Pastor 
This week, Fr. Charles VanVliet, F.S.S.P. 

and his crew of volunteers begin some work in 
the sanctuary of the Church. Fr. will meet with 
any interested volunteers Monday, July 12 at 7:00 p.m., 
and then the work will start on Tuesday morning. Please 
note that on Tuesday morning after the morning Mass, 
the first order of business will be to set up a temporary 
altar in front of the current communion rail so that 
Masses and devotions in the Church should be able to 
continue without too much interruption. The plan is to 
remove one or two of the front pews and to use the 
kneeler for the current front pew as the communion rail. 
This should provide a minimum of disruption and I think 
you will be able to figure it out once you see it. However, 
the official Thursday adoration during the day this week 
will be cancelled since it is assumed that work will be 
taking place in the sanctuary during the day, which 
would not be conducive for Adoration of the Blessed 
Sacrament. Our Lord will be present in the tabernacle on 
the temporary altar, however, so feel free to make visits 
to the Church even though at times there will be work 
going on. Father does not expect the work to take too 
long, but he will not really know until he sees the initial 
progress this week. So, be patient and flexible and we 
should be back in the sanctuary in short order. I will up-
date you next week in the bulletin.

Liturgical Question Box 
Q. During the Asperges ceremony at High Mass on 

Sunday when Father sprinkles us with holy water, some 
people are genuflecting, others are bowing, and some 
are doing nothing. What is the right way? 

A. The Asperges ceremony can be held before the 
Ƴŀƛƴ aŀǎǎ ƻƴ {ǳƴŘŀȅǎ ƻƴƭȅΦ ¢ƘŜ [ŀǘƛƴ ǿƻǊŘ άŀǎǇŜǊƎŜǎέ 
ƳŜŀƴǎ άǎǇǊƛƴƪƭŜΦέ  The phrase comes from Psalm 50, 
verse 9. If we have only venial sins on our soul, then the 
use of Holy Water (such as when we enter Church or are 
sprinkled at the Asperges) forgives all those sins. So, the 
Asperges ceremony really is a preparation both symbolic 
and actual for the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass to follow. 
When a bishop performs the Asperges, the faithful genu-
flect and cross themselves when sprinkled. When a priest 
performs the ceremony, the faithful bow and cross 
themselves when sprinkled. When one enters Church 
before the Asperges, he does not bless himself with holy 
water since the Asperges takes the place of that. 

Having said that, it is important to note that in the 
Traditional Latin Mass, although there are liturgical direc-

of laymen are regulated by liturgical principles and, often, 
local custom. The Church sets forth the principles but al-
lows for a certain amount of local custom (for the laymen). 
Although we ourselves should strive to follow the liturgical 
principles and legitimate local custom, we should not 
judge another as necessarily acting sinfully if they are not 
doing the things exactly as we are.

St. Joseph led 
an austere life of prayer and severe penance, but his 
kindness, humility, and perfection of life attracted such 
throngs of people that the church could often not con-
tain them. He was able to detect the vile smell of grave 
sinners who approached him, heal the sick, and on one 
occasion restored life to sheep killed in a terrible storm. 
He presented an enigma to learned men whom he 
amazed with his seemingly effortless ability to expound 
upon the mysteries of our faith, such as the Incarnation 
and the Holy Trinity. St. Joseph of Cupertino is the patron 
of pilots, air travelers, and students preparing for exams.
