SANCTUARY RENOVATION UPDATE 
The baldachino has been moved back to its 

original location but some work remains to be 
done before we can again use the sanctuary for Mass. 
The plan is to make the sanctuary usable but in a tempo-
rary way as the Master Plan for the Church is developed. 
In other words, we want a well-thought out and coordi-
nated effort rather than a hodge-podge of furniture, art, 
and decorations that are not unified. So, Fr. VanVliet and 
his crew will install some inexpensive and temporary 
flooring, install a simple, temporary high altar and other-
wise make the sanctuary usable until work on the perma-
nent altar, flooring and fixtures can be undertaken 
(relatively soon, God willing). Father hopes to have the 
temporary solution finished by this week, but it is possi-
ble that we may have one more Sunday with the current 
situation. Once again, those involved in Thursday adora-
tion or holy hours are asked to be flexible and call the 
rectory anytime after Wednesday afternoon to check the 
status of the work and the availability of the Church for 
Thursday adoration. We will also update the Events Cal-
endar on our website www.latinmassomaha.org by 7 
p.m. Wednesday as to the status of the Thursday devo-
tions and adoration. Thank you for your patience ς hope-
fully the normal schedule will be back in place either this 
Thursday or certainly by next Thursday, August 19. And

(manual) labor, per the usual Sunday requirement.
