Liturgical Question Box 

 
Q./ What is the significance 
of the priest praying  

  the Collect  
   of the Mass? 

A./There are three proper prayers that the priest 
says during the Mass. For the most part these prayers are 
unique for the particular Mass in question. The first of 
these prayers is called the Collect. It is so called because 
in ages past it was a collection of all the prayers and peti-
tions of those involved in the liturgy. This is why the priest 
still turns, opens his arms and closes them again  
- symbolic of his gathering together the intentions of the 
faithful. At each Mass it represents the desires of Holy 
Mother Church for Her children. 

The first thing we notice when we see the priest 
saying these prayers is his bodily position. St. Peter

passion and death applied to His members in time. 

But his arms are not simply outstretched; the priest 
offers these prayers with his hands uplifted. This indicates 
the uplifting of the heart to God and the direction to

also lifts up his hands as he prays, to point out that his 
prayer is directed to God for the people, according to

How far does the priest extend his hands? The ru-

are not to reach beyond the breadth and height of the 
shoulders. This rubric leaves room for no extravagant and 
unbecoming gestures (Nicholas Gihr, The Holy Sacrifice of

The priest then concludes the 
prayer by joining his hands 
together. This manifests the 
sentiments of ardent devo-

give oneself entirely to God. Bishop Durandus wrote that 
this action of joining of hands represents that the flowing

joining of hands signifies the flowing of all good from God

Notice, as well, that the priest is facing east when he 
is saying these prayers. St. Thomas points out that there 
are three reasons for this. First, the position of the person 
who prays is considered in reference to the Divine Maj-
esty, revealed to us in the movement of the heavens. And 
since this movement starts in the east, we face east as 
well. Secondly, we seek to express a desire to return to 
Paradise, which is situated in the East. And, lastly, we turn 
that way because we look to His Second Coming, when He
