From the  
Assistant Pastor 

Apart from this Sunday being the 13th 
Sunday after Pentecost, today we also remem-
ber and honor The Immaculate Heart of Mary. The 
Church seeks to have us honor Our Lady’s Immaculate 
Heart on this day, therefore, we should make some at-
tempt to understand what the devotion to Her Immacu-
late Heart suggests. It is an expressive symbol and the 
living reminder of Mary’s interior life, her joys and sor-
rows, her virtues and hidden perfections, and, above all, 
her virginal love for her God, her maternal love for her 
Divine Son, and her motherly and compassionate love for 
her sinful and miserable children here below. This devo-
tion is not simply a consideration of Mary’s interior life 
and the beauties of her soul, without any thought of her 
physical heart and feelings. Nor does it consist in the 
consideration of the Heart of Mary merely as a part of 
her virginal body. The two elements are essential to 
the devotion, just as soul and body are necessary to 
the constitution of man (for more details, see 
"Devotion to the Immaculate Heart of Mary." The 
Catholic Encyclopedia. Volume 7, 1910). 

 The significance of this devotion can further be 
understood from those who honor her under the glori-
ous title of the Immaculate Heart. Blessed Mother Teresa 
of Calcutta, M.C. asked for and received from Rome spe-
cial permission to keep this feast as a Feast of the 1st 
Class in all her houses and for all of her sisters. We note 
how much the Immaculate Heart of Mary plays a role in 
an order dedicated to works of charity. 

 More importantly, however, is the importance that 
Our Lady herself places upon this devotion if one desires 
to grow closer to Her Son – our God. Our Lady of Fatima 
told the (3) children on June 13th, 1917, “Jesus wants to 
make use of you to make me known and loved. He wants 
to establish in the world devotion to my Immaculate 
Heart.” The next month, Our Lady of Fatima related the 
reason why Our Lord wanted to establish this devotion: 
“to save poor sinners, God wishes to establish in the

Liturgical Question Box 

 
Q./ Why do we concern  
     ourselves so much with  

the External Objects  
   of the Church? 

A./”...We are to consider the religious-symbolical meaning 

of the objects used in divine worship; this point should 

not be passed over or [the 

importance of this issue] 

questioned. From many of 

the liturgical prayers it is 

evident that according to 

the intent and spirit of the Church a mystical or deeper 

meaning is to be attached to the objects used in divine 

worship, by which they become a silent but eloquent 

sermon, announcing holy truths and wholesome doc-

trines. The Church loves this symbolical conception of the 

objects used in her worship; therefore she employs points 

of similarity that present themselves—their destination, 

name, material, color and use, as well as the historical 

reminiscences connected therewith, in order to express 

and inculcate the myster-

ies of the life of Christ, 

truths of faith, admoni-

tions to virtue and  

holiness. 

 Thus in the service of the altar nothing is insig-

nificant, nothing is to be regarded as such, but everything, 

even the very least, is of great moment when viewed, as it 

should be , in the light of faith and reason. Therefore, the 

faithful, and still more the priests, should show esteem 

and veneration, should manifest a noble disposition of 

sacrifice in all that relates to the house of God and its 

adornment, and for all that is more or less closely con-

nected with the Eucharistic Sacrifice.”
